Directions

1. Prisonersremanded by the Justice Centre will be adjournedto eitherthe Justice Centre
or to criminal court sittingsin the above court locations.

2. Prisonersshould not be remanded to civil or family sittings.
3. Prisonersshouldonly be remanded to the court location where the charge arose. The

only exceptionsto this are Sparwood and Fernie where a prisoner may be adjournedto
the location that is having the earliestsitting.



4. If acourt location is not havingan early sitting the case should be adjourned to the
Justice Centre until Crown and defence determine whether bail will be contested and
whenthe court is able to conduct a contested bail hearing.
